Flight Information 

· Each student is responsible for purchasing his/her own airfare into Milan Malpensa Airport (leaving US on June 18th and arriving June 19th) and out of Rome Fiumicino (July 2).  We are doing flights this way at the urging of students who have said they often have frequent flyer miles or ways to find cheap (er) flights.

· Plan to be in Riva San Vitale, Switzerland, the site of our first week, by 5 pm on June 19th.  If you are flying to Milan by yourself, you will need to take the one hour long shuttle to Lugano, Switzerland (http://www.malpensaexpress.ch/, which is in Italian), and then from the Lugano train station, you take a train south to Capolago Station (a 17 minute ride), and get off and walk about ten minutes to the Villa Maderni, Via Settala 8.

· We have booked our own flights, and encourage you to consider flying on the same flight with us.  If a number of you do so, we might be able to get a chartered bus to pick us up at the Milan Malpensa Airport.  Our itinerary looks like this:

· June 18, 2009

Delta Flight 5203 from Roanoke to Atlanta. Departs Roanoke 1:53 pm.

Delta Flight 74 from Atlanta to Milan.  Departs Atlanta 6:40 pm.  Arrives Milan 10:10 am on the 19th.

· July 2, 2009

Delta Flight 821, operated by Northwest, from Rome to Atlanta. Departs Rome 10:10 am.  Arrives Atlanta 2:30 pm.

Delta Flight 5047 Atlanta to Roanoke. Departs 7:05 pm.

· While you all will not be flying out of Roanoke, you could meet us at the gate in Atlanta for the long flight over.  You could make arrangements to fly to Atlanta from wherever you are and then get on the same long flight over as us.

When you make your plans for flights to Milan Malpensa and out of Rome, keep in mind the following!

· Fly into Milan Malpensa.  Make sure you have the correct airport (there is another airport in Milan).

· Make sure you have enough time to make connections.  You can't, for example, make a connecting flight in Atlanta without at least 1 1/2 hours to 2 hours.  It's big and planes are not always on time.

· If you do not have a passport, begin that process IMMEDIATELY.

· If you are not traveling with us, try to arrive in Milan before or close to the time we land.

Once you have made your flight arrangements, you MUST send me the details.
