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German Intensive Courses

Three intensive courses in the German language are being offered in Spring and Summer 2010.  Each course is 6 credit hours.

Spring 2010

German 1114  Accelerated Elementary German
This one-semester, proficiency-oriented approach to elementary German is the equivalent of German 1105 and 1106.  Designed for learners with little or no background in German who wish to progress rapidly through the beginning stages of language learning, the six credit hour course introduces the fundamentals of the German language with emphasis on grammar, reading, composition, and conversation.  Meets:  MWF 1:25-2:15 and TR 2:00-3:15. 
Summer I 2010

German 2114  Accelerated Intermediate German
This six credit hour course is the equivalent of German 2105 and 2106.  The course provides a review of grammar with increasing emphasis on reading, writing, and oral communication.  Prerequisite:  GER 1106 or 1114.  Meets:  MTWRF 9:30-10:45 and 11:15-12:30.

Summer II 2010

German 4984  Special Topics:  Intensive Advanced German
This six credit hour course provides a comprehensive review of German syntax and morphology as well as practice in written and oral expression in German on a variety of topics concerning German culture.  Prerequisite: GER 2106 or 2114.  Meets:  MTWRF 9:30-10:45 and 11:15-12:30.
