Japanese Language and Culture in Tokyo and Kyoto

Purpose:

To provide VT students with a wonderful opportunity to experience one of the world’s most vibrant and exciting cities. Students will study Japanese language and be immersed in a completely different and fascinating culture and way of life, while making connections to last a lifetime.
Dates: 
Travel dates are tentative and may vary slightly based on flights and other factors.
Academic Program: 
Language classes will be offered on all levels by the Intercultural Institute of Japan. Teachers are all professionals certified by the Japanese Ministry of Education, and classes will be held in the mornings, leaving time in the afternoons for cultural activities.
Cultural Program: 
This includes a variety of experiences such as excursions and tours in Tokyo, hands-on cultural workshops, and some social activities and meals with Japanese students. There will also be an exciting 3-day excursion via the bullet train to Kyoto, the most famous ancient capital of Japan.
Lodging: 
In Tokyo, students will be housed with Japanese families, but in Kyoto they will have the unique experience of staying in a Buddhist temple.
Cost: 
The projected cost is $7000 plus VT (reduced) summer tuition. This includes: round-trip air fare from Washington, D.C., transportation to/ from the airport in Japan, the academic program and text material, all planned activities in the cultural program and all group excursions, accommodation and 2 meals per day M-F in Tokyo and on the Kyoto trip, 3 meals per day with host family on weekends, some social activities, and a 1-month Metro pass. Note that the estimated cost is tentative and depends on currency fluctuations. VT reserves the right to make cancellations, date and fee adjustments, or any minor changes in the Program that may be required.  NOT INCLUDED: transportation to & from Washington, D.C., Lunches M-F & on the Kyoto trip, recommended international emergency & travel insurance, spending money.
